Annual deadline: Postmarked or received electronically   
by March 1 of the current school year.

4. What is your plan for getting school officials to recognize the value of the scholastic press and convincing
them to support free and responsible student news media?

5. How would you use the platform of “Illinois Journalism Teacher of the Year” to address the issues of
scholastic journalism?
